To A1l Bowlers:

This year I am using a slightly different approach 1in my letter to you.
Every year I hear "Why should I (the bowler) have to pay a sanction fee
in order to bowl in a sanctioned league"? My answer is simply that 1t 1s
for the same reason that you pay service fees for utilities, telephone,
ete. I've listed most of the services provided for your sanction fees
by both the American Bowling Congress and the Lorain Bowling Assoclation.

SERVICES PROVIDED TQ BOWLERS_BY THE AMERICAN BOWLING CONGRESS

1. All supplies necessary for keeping bowling records.

2. Bond Protection -~ 100% if President performs his designated functions.
(In my 20 years as secretary I've seen almost $15,000.00 in league
money lost because of misapprepriation combined with President laxity).

- Awards for 300, 299, 298, 11-in-a row games and 800 series.

- Chevrons for 700 series and miscellansous other scores.

League chevrons for team champions and most Improved bowler award.

- ilandle all suspension requests. This past season there were 11

male bowlers suspended for non-payment of league fees; at present there

are 16 bowlers whose cases are pending. U4 others pald their fees when

they found that they would be suspended if they did not.

Chevrons for City Todrnament Champions.

Awards for year end highest single game and highest serles bowled 1in

the local association.

SERVICES PROVIDED TO_BOWLERS BY THE LORAIN BOWLING ASSQCIATION

At the ABC Convention held at Niagara Falls, N. Y. Lorain was awarded a
plaque for providing optimum service to its bowlers. There were 2845
assoclations affiliated with the ABC eligible to apply for the award by
proving thelir right for conslderation. For the season 1986-87 only 20
associations met the criteria, and we qualifiedl Consglder the odds on
receilving this award when only 7/10's of 1% were declared the winners.
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1. Lane inspections prior to the start of the geason to insure that all
lanes meet ABC specifiéations. HNon sanctioned leagues are guaranteed
good conditlons only because there 1s an ABC. In my opinion these
leagues should bowl after midnight.

2. Distribute ABC supplies to all sanctioned leagues.,

R. Public presentation of ABC awards for honor scores.

- Special reduced sanctloned fees for senilors who bowl exclusively in
senior leagues.

5. Local Awards program. Winners of these awards are presented these
awards by LBA officers. The awards include Dutch 200, Clean Serles,
High Single Game (5 Avg. categories), Bowler of the Month and Bowler
of the Year roll-off.

6. Sponsors the City Tournament (Last year $l,350.00 was added to the
prize list, where 1t would be of the greatest advantage to the high
handicap bowler), '700' Tournament, Senior Tournament and co-sponsors
of the Lorain County Roll-off with the Elyria Bowling Association.
All trophies for these events are purchased by the Lorain B. A.

7. Annual Dinner-Dance honoring the City Tournament Champions, the '700!
Tournament Champions, The Senior Tournament Champions. .

8. At the Annual Dinn-Dinner Dance the Lorain B. A. also honors those
bowlers who are being inducted in the local Bowling Hall of Fame.
These honorees are presented with pleques, cardigans and ABC
Certificates of Recognitien.

9. Sends memorials to immediate family members of male bowlers.

10. Supports the Junior Bowling program.

11. Involved in the lLorain Bowling Council.

12. Involved in the Ohio State Bowling Association.

13. Supports the Natlonal ABC Convention by sending at least 1 delegate.
Further supports the Natlonal Bowling Tournament via squad representa-
tlon, Average entry for 18 years is 26 teams.

14, Assist in cancer drive.

15. Make collection for the BVL Fund, an organization that provides help
for hospltalized veterans. This year $1,385.00 was collected.

16.-We give Year Books to all male and mixed leagues, to local bowling
centers, to the ABC, to Ohio State B. A., to tournament managers on
request and we make reciprocal changes with nelghboring associations.

17. Fast action on league sanctions and individual late sanctions.

18. We have a Team USA gualifier in conjuction with the Cilty Tournament ;
the winner has a chance to compete for the OLYMPICS.

13. Check lanes for honor scores on a timely basis.

2C. The board of directors holds monthly meetings.

21. The Loraln B, A. holds a Council of Delegates meeting every year.

At this meeting the delegates are given reports of the board's action
for the current year, the Filnancial Report of the previously completed
season and finally they have the right to vote for new officers.
